VI. SPECIAL REPORTS AND RECOGNITION 
There were no special reports and recognition. 
 

VII. BOARD MEMBER REPORTS 
Ms. Miller attended a recent Parks and Recreation meeting and reported the following: 
¥ Work will start on the Sinclair basketball courts and inline hockey rink in April and 

should be complete in July.  
¥ Action on the handball courts has been tabled for now.   
¥ The Englewood Golf Course is looking for individuals to help with the Hole-n-One 

Junior Golf Program in June. They need people to help instructors with lessons, help 
set and clean up, and help with a barbeque. Hole-n-One lesson days are June 4-7, 
June 11-15, and June 18 & 19. The barbeque is on June 20. For more information, or 
to volunteer, contact Shannon at 303-762-2673. 
 

VIII. SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT 
Dr. McCabe shared the following: 
¥ He offered congratulations to the following: 

- EHS and Flood TSA teams for their success at the recent Colorado State 
Technology Association State Leadership Exposition. The EHS team earned the State 
title, beating out five-time defending champion, Littleton High School. Flood earned 
second place at the middle school level. 
�- EHS Chemistry and Physics students who participated in a recent Chemistry and 
Physics Bowl. They took 1st place in Chemistry and 2nd place overall. 
�- EHS Web Development team, who took 2nd place in State competition. 

¥ ��The CADI team will provide their final report to the Board on Tuesday, May 8, at 
6:00 p.m. in the Board room. Dr. McCabe said the CADI team did a huge amount of 
work in the week they were here. This is an open meeting—anyone is welcome to 
attend. 

  
IX. ACTION/DISCUSSION/INFORMATION ITEMS 
 

1. Annual Insurance Program Report 
Ms. LaPlante introduced Ms. Cheryle Mangels, from the Colorado School Districts Self 
Insurance Pool (CSDSIP). Ms. LaPlante noted that the CSDSIP does a great job for them 
every year and they are always available to answer questions. Ms. Mangels   
provided an update on insurance issues to the Board. Premium costs are down about 
3%, due to reduced liability and property rates. She noted that property values went up, 
but that the CSDSIP absorbed this cost. Ms. Mangels explained some of the new 
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programs they are doing, including construction seminars, continued training, and 
safety planning. She noted that she was personally involved with Platte Canyon this 
year resulting in a very emotional year. As a result of the Platte Canyon incident, 
CSDSIP is planning additional programs and services, including a Colorado State 
Resource Center, working with groups to have IGAs in place so the proper response 
mechanisms are available in case of emergency, working with Safe-2-Tell, and offering 
Safe Schools conferences. They are also creating a crisis pool response team, so they 
have a team to respond quickly to emergency situations. 

  
Ms. Mangels invited any District representatives to their membership conference in 
June. The cost for the conference is about $150. CSDSIP absorbs all other costs.  

  
Board members asked Ms. Mangels for clarification on what is considered a pollutant 
and how buildings are assessed. Ms. Mangels gave examples of pollutants and what 
may or may not be covered. She explained that they use an insurance system to assess 
buildings based on square footage and materials. The assessment does not include the 
cost of land or foundations. There was some discussion around what appears to be a 
discrepancy in the CFAHS assessment, which Ms. Mangels said they would review. 
There was also some discussion around limitations on making a claim in reference to a 
playground that was vandalized three years ago. Ms. LaPlante noted that insurance 
covers the costs to fix something and this equipment has now been taken down. 
 
Board members thanked Ms. Mangels for coming and for her update. 
 

2. 2007-08 Revised Transportation Routes 
Ms. Diedrich explained proposed changes to transportation routes due to the 
consolidation of middle schools. Ms. Brandon and Mr. Anderson from OMT were also 
present at the meeting and answered questions from the Board. Ms. Diedrich noted that 
the District does not typically transport secondary students residing less than 2 miles 
from a school and that the new plan needed to make use of existing buses and drivers. 
The proposed plan provides transportation for middle school students living north of 
Hwy 285. They plotted existing students’ addresses on a map to come up with the 
anticipated number of riders. 

 
Mrs. Scaggiari was concerned that the plan did not address middle school students 
living between Oxford and Hwy 285. She said that transportation was one of the issues 
that came up in the initial talks on closing Flood and that she had understood that 
transportation would be provided. Ms. Brandon, OMT, noted that buses would already 
be at maximum capacity with the proposed plan. There was further discussion 
regarding providing additional stops. If possible, Board members would like to see a 
stop at Flood or EHS. Board members asked for some additional information 
concerning the number of students that live between Oxford and Hwy 285. They may 
need to talk about reallocating resources to provide additional options. OMT will do 
some additional research and bring back further information at an upcoming Board 
meeting. Once plans have been finalized, information will be sent to students' families.

4.  Purchase of Replacement Bus 

Dr. McCabe said that the District is looking at replacing its oldest bus. Ms. LaPlante 
explained that the bus was originally slated to be replaced next year, but they have an 
opportunity to get a 2007 model at a discount. The cost for the bus is $82,895, saving the 
District $6,874 over the cost of a 2008 model. Ms. LaPlante said they could use money 
from the Capital Reserve Contingency fund this year and replenish it from Capital 
Reserves next year. Mr. Anderson, from OMT, explained that the savings is actually 
more significant because, with the exception of a retarder, the bus comes fully loaded 
with other options they would normally add. He explained that they would still need to 
add the retarder, an option they have on all other buses to help them operate in the 
mountains. 
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Ms. Thompson moved, and Ms. Scaggiari seconded, to approve the purchase of a 
replacement bus out of Capital Reserve Contingency.
