Update on Flood Middle School Property

to generate interest in the property. Due to the costs associated 
with keeping the building open for outside events, e.g. electricity, 
natural gas, custodian services, paper products, etc., the District 
will not be renting the facility out to third parties.

     !is Ma y marks the successful completion of the Þrst year 
of Englewood High SchoolÕs AVI D (Advancement Via Indi-
vidual Determination) program. AVI D is a program designed 
to help students with study skills, organization and critical 
thinking, to support them as they take higher level classes 
and ultimately prepare them for college. Students who are 
interested in the program are selected through an application 
process and take the AVID class as an elective. ! is year the 
program debuted with 29 incoming freshmen.

     Highlights from the year include a trip to Metro State 
College and Òcareer dayÓ with guest speakers representing 
various career opportunities. From Þrst to second semester, 
students have shown marked improvement in study skills, 
organization, and grades. Teachers throughout the building 
have noticed the impact AVI D is having, not only on partici-
pating students, but the student body as a whole as AVID 
study skills are shared with the general student body. ! e AVID 
site team looks forward to next fall as we continue working with 
this yearÕs group and welcome 30 new freshmen to the program.

     !e Boar d of Education has authorized transportation, limited to certain areas, for students attending the new Englewood 
Midd le School, 300 W Chenango, for the 2007/2008 school year.

     ¥ For students living near Flood Middle School, there will be a bus available at the student parking lot at Englewood High  
     ¥ School, pick-up times to be announced.

     ¥ For students living in the Bishop, Hay, and Maddox areas, there will be a bus stop at each school location, times to be announced.

     ¥ Additionally, we have established a stop at the Bates/Logan park on the north side of the park, times to be announced.

     Safe transportation of students is our primary goal. !e Distr ict will make every e#ort to provide safe, clean, well-maintained buses 
with competent, experienced drivers. In order for the driver to operate the school bus safely, it is necessary that each student behave in an 
orderly manner. Each student has the responsibility to cooperate with the driver and abide by driver instructions.  In the event that 
your child is detained after school and/or misses the bus for some other reason, it will be the responsibility of the parent or guardian 
to make arrangements for transportation home. T ight bus schedules do not allow time for returning to a school to pick up a student 
who has been detained or who has missed the bus for other reasons. Pick-up times for each stop will be set by August 1 and will 
be posted to the District Web Site.  After August 1, you may also call 303-806-2097 for pick-up times.
